
Directions to Habitat for Humanity Center/ReStore
6920 Union Avenue, Cleveland

From the West of Cleveland:
 Take I-90 east and then follow the signs for I-490.
 Follow I-490 to the Broadway Avenue exit.  Turn right on Broadway.
 Proceed on Broadway until you come to Union Avenue (about 1.5 miles).  
 At Union Avenue you will see a Kentucky Fried Chicken on your left. 

(If you go over railroad tracks, you have just gone beyond Union Ave.). 
 Turn left onto Union Avenue.
 The Habitat building is exactly ¼-mile up at 6920 Union.  (A 7-story brick building)

From the Southwest:
 Take I-7l North to I-490.  
 Follow the directions given above for coming from the West.

From the South or Southeast:
 Take I-77 North toward Cleveland to the Fleet Avenue exit. 
 Turn right onto Fleet Avenue.  
 Go to the third light to E. 59th, and turn left onto E. 59th.  
 Travel on E. 59 for a ½-mile (you will cross some railroad tracks)
 You will reach a light at the Broadway Avenue intersection.
 Bear right (45 degrees) through the intersection (KFC will be on your left.)
 You are now on Union Avenue and the Habitat building is ¼-mile ahead on the right.

From the eastern suburbs:
 From I-271 and Chagrin Blvd. 
Take I-271 South to I-480 West
Take I-480 West to I-77 North
Follow the directions (above) coming from the South or Southeast

 From Euclid or Carnegie Avenues, turn south onto E. 79th Street. 
You will cross such main streets as Central, Woodland, and Kinsman.  
When you go over railroad tracks and under an overpass, you are nearing Union Ave.
Turn right onto Union at the stoplight and a used car dealership.
The Habitat building is at 6920 Union, a seven-story red brick building on your left.

 From Euclid/Willoughby area
Take I-90 West to I-77 (Akron sign).  
Proceed south on I-77 to the Fleet Avenue exit.  
Turn left onto Fleet Avenue
Follow the directions given above for travelers coming from the Southeast.

From Downtown
 From Ontario and Carnegie (Jacob’s Field), take Ontario south to Broadway (near Post Office)
 Follow Broadway Avenue behind the Post Office for about 2.5 – 3 miles
After one mile pass the I-490 entrance and follow directions (above) coming from the West

Saturday parking is at the East End of the building (E. 70th).
Weekday parking is around back via the driveway at the West End of the building.

For ReStore/Construction entrance is at the West End of the building.
The front entrance of the building is being work on and there is a sign that says 

“Habitat for Humanity” over the front door.
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
